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Because the Silver Zwei is licensed to carry more than 12 passengers,
its safety facilities must abide by SOLAS [the International Convention
for the Safety of Life at Sea] requirements. This means that the mega
yacht boasts all the same safety precautions as are required by the
largest commercial cruise liners. As just one example, should there be
a sudden temporary power black out at night, all the passage-ways
have security lights along the deck oors, like those on passenger
ships and commercial airliners.

Of course, the luxurious standards on board the Silver Zwei are
world class. Unlike most normal yachts which can usually only
accommodate ve or six passengers, the Silver Zwei can easily accept
22 guests in spacious cabins that resemble the guest rooms of ve-
star hotels, complete with marble bathrooms. This is in addition to
accommodations for a crew of nearly 20.

The Silver Zwei boasts its own Italian chef who can routinely prepare
superb, ve-course meals, in a full-scale restaurant sized kitchen.
And as for relaxation and recreation, there are enough intriguing
distractions to even keep James Bond busy.

For example, to burn off all those ve-star calories, the ship boasts
its own tness center, complete with sauna. Aside from a ship’s library,
there is a 6,000 watt disco “with all the music you can imagine,”
says Krass, as well as a TV system with a movie library boasting more
than 500 movies. Naturally there are several high powered jet skis,
for guests to frolic around on, and on the rear deck there is even a
compact pool.

Should the Silver Zwei decide to drop anchor off-shore at some
sleepy seaport, the mega yacht boasts two tenders to get passengers
easily ashore, both neatly tucked out of sight below decks.

However, if some guests are in a hurry to return to the ship
(and who could blame then?) the Silver Zwei even boasts a
heli-pad on her deck.

As an international businessman who has long loved the sea
and has clearly reached the pinnacle of the yachting world,

Guido Krass has visited many of the world’s top marinas on
several continents. However, during an exclusive interview
with isola Magazine, he appeared clearly impressed by the
beauty of Porto Arabia.

“In my opinion, The Pearl-Qatar has the largest marina in
the Middle East. And as a completely man-made project, it is
an incredible thing to see!

“This unique project is like my boat, but on a much larger scale - that
you have a vision for something unique and it then really comes true!
That has apparently happened here in Qatar as well.

“They've done something absolutely outstanding here. Porto Arabia
has all the special charm and air of Europe. It is cozy, it's protected,
and it is beautifully lit in the evening. | am sure that it will become a
very popular destination for yacht owners.

“After all, where else in the world could you berth your boat right
next to Hermes. It's really cool!” he concluded with a laugh.

If you are wondering about the name “Silver Zwei”, it is German
for ‘Silver Two.’ In fact, this particular yacht is the second in a series
mega boats built for Krass. The Silver One was sold in Abu Dhabi, as
a yacht for the Royal Family.
